Albany State is offering an India
program in 2017 for nursing
students. Students need to finish at
least 2 nursing courses to be
eligible to participate.

The 2016 China program had 27
students and 7 faculty from 6
different schools.

The 2016 summer Philippines
program had 10 students.

The 2016 Summer Japan program
had 11 students with 2 faculty.

He proposed to round
up all the countries first, concluding
with Japan before going into a
thematic focus. He presented various
resources, activities and possible
speakers.
